HEAVENLY SIGNS - CRUX, JEWEL BOX                AND COALSACK
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Crux (pronounced /ˈkrʌks/, Latin: cross), commonly known as the Southern Cross (Crux Australis, in contrast to the Nothern Cross), is the smallest of the 88 modern constellations, but nevertheless one of the most distinctive. At the latitude of Athens in 1000 B.C., Crux was clearly visible, though low in the sky. The Southern Cross is somewhat kite shaped, and it has a fifth star (ε Crucis). 
I regard the Crux as a heavenly sign of Jesus Christ who died on the cross for our sins. The cross was a small object, the crucifixion the biggest sacrifice ever.
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The Jewel Box (also known as NGC 4755 or Kappa Crucis Cluster) is an open cluster in the Crux constellation. It is one of the finest and most beautiful open clusters. It appears as 'a casket of variously coloured precious stones', which refers to its appearance in the telescope. Is located 6,440 light years from Earth and contains around 100 stars.
I regard it as a heavenly sign of Heaven or Eternal Life. 
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The Coalsack Dark Nebula (or simply the Coalsack) is the most prominent dark nebula in the skies, easily visible to the naked eye as a dark patch silhouetted against the southern Milky Way.  The Coalsack is located at a distance of approximately 600 light years away from Earth, in the Crux constellation. It appears at the bottom of the Southern Cross.
I regard it as a heavenly sign of Eternal Death.
Combined, the Crux, Jewel Box and Coal Sack are heavenly signs of the choice every single person has to make at the Cross of Jesus Christ: if you choose for Him, you will inherit Eternal Life. If you choose against Him, you will inherit Eternal Death.
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
